1 General Introduction  
1.1 Overview 
The surveillance cabinet adopts airproof design. It works with the speed dome, network camera, bracket and etc. It supports multiple installation modes such as wall mount, pole mount ,corner mount. It complies with the IP66 and can be used in various environments. 
1.2 Features 
· Easy to install. Support wall mount, pole mount, and corner mount installation.

· Airproof design. Can be used in high temperature, strong wind, and rainstorm environment. Dustproof.

· Suitable for various environments, works with speed dome, network camera and etc.

2.2 Installation Steps 
Use inner hex wrench (5.0mm) to unfasten the four M6 screws at the both sides of the device to open the cover. 

Important

When close the surveillance cabinet, please move the top cover up for 2-3mm first and then close. Do not press down the top cover directly. 
The following figures are based on the PFA140 surveillance cabinet. The PFA141 series product has the similar installation steps. 
Step1

Install the mounting plate. Use four M8 expansion bolts (wall mount) or four M8 screws to secure (corner mount, pole mount). There are corresponding screw holes in the mounting plate.  See Figure 2‑2.

Important
For wall mount mode, use four expansion bolts to secure. Please make sure the height above the recessed head shall be less than 13mm after you fixed the bolts, in case it may affect the bottom cover installation.  
Step2

When you pull the cable through the rear wall, you need to pull the cable through the gasket at the bottom cover.
Step3
Put the bottom cover to the mounting plate and use the two screws at the bottom to secure. See Figure 2‑3.

Step4
Install optional module(s) and connect cable. Please refer to 2.3 Optional Module Installation.
Step5
Install gasket. Please refer to Figure 2‑4. Gasket Installation.

Install top cover. Turn the shaft to the left or right side and then fasten the E bulk at the both sides. Secure the four screws at the two sides. See Figure 2‑4.

2.3 Optional Module Installation 

The surveillance cabinet can hide the cable and various optional modules. It can guarantee neat environment and remove the risk of cable damage. 

You can install power module in the surveillance cabinet. You can install air switch, lightening protection device, heater and etc on the rail (width: 35mm). See Figure 2‑5. You can adjust installation position and sequence.   
The following figure for reference only. The module size and cable connection mode may vary.
Note

Power module air switch lighting protection device and heater are not standard accessories. Please contact your local retailer for purchase information.

2.4 Gasket
The gasket installation is very important. Please make sure it is firmly secure, otherwise it may affect surveillance cabinet waterproof capability. See Figure 2‑6 (PFA140 series) and Figure 2‑7 (PFA141 series).

When you pull the cable through the gasket, you need to use a screw to pierce a hole and then gently force the cable through the gasket. Do not pierce the gasket with a knife or other sharp object.  
For the cable pull through the M20 gasket, the diameter shall range from 3.5mm to 12mm. Do not force the connector into the gasket. Please pull the cable through the gasket and then connect the corresponding connector. See Figure 2‑8.
There are two types of round gaskets. For the one with smaller center hole, which is fit for the cable with diameter of 4.5mm~8.5mm while for the one with bigger center hole, which is fit for the cable with diameter of 8.5mm~12.5mm. Please select the suitable round gasket according to the cable diameter.
